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On 26 September 2019, a workshop on graphology was conducted by Mr. Gagan Arora,
Director of the Graphology School of India, and a part of our very own alumni community. This
marks thé third workshop that has been organized by the Psychology Association of Christ
(Deemed to be University), and it also marks Mr. Arora's tenth workshop in collaboration with

various associations in the University.
